A $200.00 non-refundable fee will be paid by you to adopt your selected pet. Please note in the event the placement does not work to your satisfaction, we cannot refund any portion of this fee. These fees are used to feed, shelter, vaccinate and otherwise care for all the animals we assist. Your contribution to our rescue efforts is appreciated.

We reserve the right to conduct an inspection of the home environment to which you will take your adopted pet, before we make a final placement with you. The purpose of our inspection is to make sure your home will provide the necessary space, security and circumstances to make your adoption a success. We want you and your home to be adequately prepared for the arrival of your new pet.

If the pet doesn’t work out for any reason, the pet must come back to Tina’s K9 Rescue. The pet can NOT be given or sold to any person or agency.

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Adoption Procedure

Fill out adoption application for chosen pet and return application to Tina’s K-9 Rescue staff member.

There is a mandatory 24-hour waiting period once an adoption application has been turned in.

Please call Tina’s K-9 Rescue Animal Shelter at 608-272-3064 after 2P.M. the day after turning in your Adoption application. At that point a shelter staff member will get any additional information required of you in order to approve or deny your application.

Due to the number of  incoming calls and the time spent in checking applications, we are unable to contact each person that has completed an adoption application. It is your responsibility to call the shelter the next day. If we do not hear from you, then it is assumed that you are no longer interested in adopting, and your application will be filed. (Please realize that at times we do receive several adoption applications on a single pet. When this happens  we may eventually approve all of the applications on the pet, but the prospective adopters with the first approved application on the pet will be given first choice on adopting the pet. Please understand that this type of situation is difficult for everyone involved and we try to make a fair decision based on giving preference to the adoption application that first meets the adoption requirements listed on the previous page.)

Don’t be shy about asking questions! This is a major commitment on your part and we want to assist you in every way possible.

______  Do you fully understand that any pet adopted from Tina’s K-9 Animal Shelter  cannot be sold or given away to any person or agency. If you are no longer able to keep the adopted pet, it must be returned  to this shelter. The only exception to this policy is if the pet is humanely euthanized by a licensed veterinarian if the situation requires this procedure.

_____  It is illegal to allow a pet to run loose at any time in the State of Wisconsin, including rural areas. If your dog is caught running loose, you will receive a citation ticket and pay a fine.

WE WILL NOT KNOWINGLY PLACE A PET IN A SITUATION WHERE ITS WELL BEING IS QUESTIONABLE. THEREFORE, WE RESERVE THE RIGHT TO REFUSE AN ADOPTION
